First 3 plagues appeared through the mediators,Moses and
Aaron from Lord,but from the 4th plague omward the Lord
Himself played active roles.

After each first 5 plagues Pharao hardened his heart;but
for the last 5 plagues God confirmed that hardening.

The 10 Plagues . N
i. The first Plague - Water turned into blood (7:15-25).

There can be no doubt regarding the originality of the blood,
for we read of the fishes which died due im the river Nile due
to the blood .Therefore,it was not just that the color of the
water was red,but it was literally turned in to blood.

Pharoa had to face this miracle mgf of God " Early in the
morning !when he had gone to river Nile to perform some short
of religious cermony.At dénce it was against two gods:=- Hapi,
the god of life and Osiris, the gbd of fertilit y-for which the
river Nile was worshiped by Egyptian .

2. The Second Plague = Frogs (8:1-15).

This plague was agianst god " Hagt ",which was worshiped as
a symbol of frogs -a god of reproduction Xma to assist the wo-
man in giving birth the child-But they jumped even to Fharao's
bed (8:3). TkEe.

The magicians of Egypt were abke to produce frogs,but could

not remove them .
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Against the g® SEB,the god of the earth,whitch in Heb is called
KINNIM (Sand flies ). The magicians of Egypt tried to bring the
gnants but could not,becouse ot work of"God's finger",as they
confessed (8:19)( Comp Ps.8:3;Lk.11:20).

4, The fourth Plague = Flies (£:20-32). -~

This was against rKHEPERA= the sacred god of Egyptecsseccce
vss,by which God madé first time a sharp distinction between
Isralities and Egyptian(822-23) .This time Pharao promised the
Isralities to let go and sacrifice but refuged again .

5. The fifth Plague = Murrain on cattle (9:1=7).

This wrs against APIS-the god off Bull and against HATHO-
the god of Cow.And it is belived that Egyptian religions incl=-
uded the worship of verious animals .

6. The sixth Plague = Boils (9:8-12).

Scholars says that probebly this plague was with many dange=-
reous bacterias .And it evident in the Fible that this time
Pharao's magicians were not able to stand before Moses, for their
knees,legs and soles of the feet were affected (Deut 28:27,35).
By above verses we know that Moses had not forgotten this spe-
cial plague.It is also interesting to kpow that this is the £
first plague that affected the human being, for which it is also
known as the forerunner of the last plafue-the death of the %
first born of the Egypt .

7. The seventh Plague - Hail (©:13=35),

The seventh one was against SHU,the god of sky (Atmostphere)
and was from heaven ,which affected both animals amd human be-
ings as well as field (9:25).The hail was with fire to stuck
all over the Egypt(9:24) .And Pharao alone was allowed to live
so that Godmight decleared His powerful Name (9:15-16).

8. The eaighth Plague - Locust (10:1=20). >

It was against SERAPIS, the god of protection.The locusts ®
were brought by am the east wind and was carried away by west
wind(10:19) {10:13) .This inspires us to remenber of Jesus's
authority over natural forces-wind,storms,waves,etc.The plague
was sent with an instruction that the Isarel should tell this
to their children,which alsoc opened the eyes of magician of
Egypt to cofess="Egypt is runied®(10:7).

It was against the prominent god of Egypt RA,the Sun god of
Egypt.This time also Pharaohfiidnot allowed them to go and sac_
rifice.And inrespons to his anger Moses said," I will never
appeared before you again " (10:29).

10.The tenth Plague = Death of the first born (11:1-10)\-

This last plague was against PTAH, the god of life-deahh of
the first born of both animal amd human . By this time Moses
had became great among Egyptian magicains & Pharaoh's servents.
The plague effected even to the Pharaoch's house and finally he
set Israel free.Before the redeemed could leave Egypt the
Lord gave a favoe to Israel from Egyptians to give them gold
& costly materials.

The redeemption marked a new life & new beginnong to the
Isralities . Whem it was instituted they were commanded by God
to follow these instructbns :-

l.To take a 1 year old male lamb,without blemish.on the 10th
day of 1lst month .

2.To kill it in the evening of the 14th day of 1st month.

3.To sprinkled it's blood with a bounch of hyssop on two
sideposts and lintels of the door .So that when the Lord
passes through Egypt on the fateful night and see the blood
on the door posts,He would spare the firstborn of that.
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4, To roast & to eat the flesh of the Lamb with unleavened
bread and bitter herbs .

5. To eat, and none was tox be left until the morning .

6. To eat the feast with girded loins,fully shod and staff
in hand - in a complete readiness to leave Egypt (12:11).

7. No foreigners shall eat of it,but only the Lord‘'s Covena-
nt people .

8. To eat the feast inside of an one house - it was to be a

family observance .
9, Neither shall they brake a bone of the Lamb .

0. To observe it perpetually .

The deliverence of Israel from Egypt is the central point in
Jewish history and worship:;even as Calvary is the central
ppint in christian faith .
The Lamb is a clear & compléte picture of the Lamb ofl God,
who shed His blood at Calvary {(Heb.7:25-28;IPt.1:18,19).
Appl¥ing blood to the doorposts of the Icsralities' houses
in Egypt Symbolizes our applying Christ's blood to our hearts
of faith.Rmuzk Bounch of Hyssop is a type of faith . The
doctrinal order is as belbdbow :

First - Seal by the blood of Christ .

Second - " " " Holy Spirit of God .
As the Isralities were sheltered from the death angel,even
so the believer is shielded from God's wrath as a result of
salvation (IE€br.5:7;Rom.8:1.
The roasted Lamb symbolizes the suffering of Christ under
the wrath of God.
The unleavened bread demonstrates the essential separation
of the Isralities in Egypt and their hurried departure from
it .
The bitter herbs are reminder to the redeemed of their
hondage under Pharaoh .
As passover was to be kept perpetually,our Lord said to His
disciples to keep the Supper in remembering His death
(ICor.11:24).
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it was with our Lord (Hn.19:36).

10.As the Passover,not only a central point of Israel history
& life but also,has became the New Beginning,so even belie-
veing in the Lord's sacrificial death of love for the belie

vers's freedom from the bondage of sin,death and Satan is the
New beginning for him in Christ .
